Miracles in Malawi how it started

Pastor Duncan the only believer, gets hold of a Eurovision
prophetic magazine, sees what happened in Fire aver Kenya Con-
ference. Duncan writes to Eurovision to send someone. They
send me.

I arrive in December to a desperate situation of severe
drought, three people already dead, I call out to God, only He
can help. How will He reach 2000 people in four days? But God
always has a plan. Next morning four people arrive at 6.30. am in
so much pain they cant make it to the market. Jesus heals all
four. They leave rejoicing to the market and the word goes out.
By 9.30. am the church is full. By the evening people testify heal-
ings and 61 become Christians.

Next morning another 78 become Christians and 28
healed. The 2pm Crusade starts. Many people come. I speak on
believing God, “Has anyone thought of praying for rain’’ I ask?
No one had. Over 400 become Christians, they then pray for rain
and go and sit down.

I then call the sick forward, about 300 rush forward. How
do I pray for so many. “The Lord says He is going to heal you
where you are.” Put your hand on the sick area or pain and re-
ceive your healing now in Jesus name.”’> Squeals all over, many
are healed, 40 rush forward to testify. They get very excited Je-
sus is passing by’ they shout.

Now the very sick come forward. They get healed and
testify. The next is a leper, but it’s growing dark and the wind is
blowing and suddenly it begins to rain. God has answered their
prayer for rain within the hour, as a result the whole community
become Christians.

Not only that, the Lord supplied £2,500 to feed the 2000
People until their harvest at the end of March 2003. Now other
villages also want to hear the gospel. I am invited back to Africa
in April 2003 and I go. I see even more of the move of God as I
witness the lame get out of wheelchairs and walk. I felt God’s
love and joy for them, I felt as if I had shared in His joy of seeing
His children healed and set free.
